COUNCIL HIGHLIGHTS 
 

A regular Council meeting was held on April 10th, 2025. 
 

Council approved a new Land Sale Interest Accrual and 
Purchasing Policy placing a 5% per annum penalty on 
unpaid lots not paid in full within 6 months of the initial 
deposit date and also added an additional $10,000 fee to 
all new residential and commercial lot sales which will be 
refunded if a building permit is pulled and construction of 
a building initiated within 1 year’s date from full payment 
of the lot.  
 

Council allowed the garage placement to be on the south 
side of Lot 6, Block 38, Plan 101953357, provided that a 
written agreement is entered into with the new owners 
releasing the Town from financial obligations having to 
do with re-paving their driveway if there is a water break.
