NEW BUSINESS

 Deb Winder reported on her meeting with RM of Vanscoy Reeve Leonard Junop on November 28th.  Reeve Junop attended a West Central Municipal Government Committee meeting in which Sask. Health Authority officials were in attendance.  Municipalities within the Health Council may be interested in joining this organization as it is very proactive in dealing with health care issues similar to us.

 Deb Winder presented a written report on her phone meeting with the President of the Saskatchewan Association of Nurse Practitioners on December 10th.  Within the past month or so, our Health Centre has lost the incentives given to rural centres to encourage the recruitment of Nurse Practitioners.  No reason has been given for this change and it appears we have to start lobbying again to get our Health Centre designated as rural.  Deb Winder has upcoming meetings scheduled for January 12th with Sask. Health Authority officials to discuss this and other pertinent issues.

The RM of Vanscoy has brought up the possibility of their municipal police service being included as a First Responder service throughout the district.  Their police service currently has 3 vehicles, 1 AED and the officers are fully trained as First Responders.  The service is not 24 hours a day, seven days a week.  The Health Council did see the value in this proposal but needs more time to think about the logistics of it all.  It will be brought back to the next meeting for further discussion.
